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1. BASIC PROVISIONS
1.1. The scholarship named after Alexander Sergeevich Panarin (hereinafter referred to as the “Scholarship”) is a form of students material encouragement for the outstanding results in educational and scientific activities covering their education expenses (partially or completely). The scholarship is also a mechanism for stimulating and promoting advanced educational projects in the field of political science and international relations in the Russian Federation.
1.2. The founder of the Scholarship is the Foundation for Political Science Development (hereinafter referred to as the “Foundation”).
1.3. The Scholarship is paid at the expense of the Founder. The Founder of the Scholarship has the right to attract financial and information partners.
1.4. The Scholarship can be received by students who are studying at the master's program “The Global Order: Transformations and Challenges”, implemented at the Faculty of Political Science of Lomonosov Moscow State University (hereinafter referred to as the “Program”);
1.5. The relations between the Foundation and the Faculty of Political Science of Lomonosov Moscow State University are governed by the provisions of the Cooperation Agreement No. 001-2018 of November 1, 2018 and are not of commercial nature.
1.6. The Scholarship aims at:
· material support of students enrolled in the program specified in item 1.4 of the Regulation;
· stimulating student performance, supporting research projects and initiatives;
· popularization of the Russian political science education.
2. APPLYING FOR RECEIVING THE SCHOLARSHIP
2.1. Students of the 1st and 2nd master’s courses studying under the Program (citizens of the Russian Federation and foreign citizens) have the right to file the application for receiving the Scholarship.
2.2. The application shall be filed in writing in the prescribed form in accordance with Annex 1. The documents with the results of students’ academic progress for the past semester or the results of entrance examinations (for students applying for a scholarship in the first semester) shall be attached to the application. The documents confirming students’ scientific achievements can be also attached to the application.
2.3. The Scholarship is granted for one semester. Each student enrolled in the program has the right to file two applications during an academic year (four applications for the entire period of study).
3. EXPERT COMMISSION
3.1. Scholars are selected by a scholarship commission of experts (hereinafter referred to as the “Commission”).
3.2. The expert commission is formed in order to ensure an impartial and independent assessment of the merits of candidates for the Scholarship.
3.3. The Commission consists of citizens of the Russian Federation - recognized experts in the field of political science and international relations. The composition of the Commission is approved by the Director of the Foundation and is registered by a separate order.
3.4. The basis for considering the issue of inclusion into the Commission is a written statement of an alleged member of the Commission in the prescribed form in accordance with Annex 2.
3.5. The Commission members conduct an interview with each applicant for granting the Scholarship.
3.6. In the process of interviewing, if necessary, it is allowed to use the services of interpreters.
3.7. When deciding on granting the Scholarship, its amount or refusal to grant the Scholarship, the Commission is guided by:
- the results of interim certification for the session for the last semester at the time of application by the candidate (or the results of entrance examinations for students applying for the appointment of a scholarship for 1 semester)
- the results of the interview;
- information on the scientific achievements of the student presented in the application and supporting documents.
3.8. The decision of the Commission on the assessment of the merits of each candidate is made by a simple majority of votes at the meeting of the members of the Commission.
3.9. The Commission’s decision is documented by the minutes of the Commission’s members meeting, which approves the ranked list of candidates indicating the amount of the granted Scholarship for selected students, as well as the list of students who are denied the Scholarship.
3.10. The number of Scholars is limited: each semester the competition commission selects up to 10 students.
3.11. The Commission does not provide an explanation of the results of the selection and appointment of the Scholarship.
3.12. The decision of the Commission is not subject to appeal.
4. AMOUNT OF THE SCHOLARSHIP AND THE PAYMENT ORDER
4.1. The scholarship can be awarded in the following amounts:
- The Scholarship covering 50% of the tuition fee (5 scholarships);
- The Scholarship covering 75% of the cost of education (3 scholarships);
- The Scholarship covering 100% of the cost of education (2 scholarships).
4.2. The Scholarship is paid after the Scholar pays the education fee for the upcoming semester.
4.3. The Foundation enters into a separate agreement on the payment of scholarships with each scholarship holder.
4.4. The scholarship is paid by cashless transfer to the scholarship’s current account in Russian rubles.
5. FINAL PROVISIONS
5.1. This Regulation can be amended or supplemented. All changes and additions to the provisions of the Regulations are made out by a separate order of the Director of the Foundation. In the event of changes and additions, the Foundation shall notify students who are scholarship holders at that time.
5.2. The scholarship is granted twice a year: in September and in February.
